Strenghts

Students/pupils love :

- this way of learning and this kind of outdoor

Support and share
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Weaknesses

- Students didn’'t practice enough

- Mainly group activities. Only few individual
practices

- Coordination with teachers is difficult (lack of
time, heavy program...)

- Not enough teacher’'s commitment to report
and evaluate (long way process...)

- Time at school is not enough long to
experiment new method (or new topic)

- Classes with dynamic teachers ... and others...

- Teachers have not an easy access to improve
their pedagogy



Opportunities

- Donors exist (EU, Regional authority,
sponsors...) but project proposal are
often very difficult to set up.

- Alpine School Model and Mountain
Education activities are able to be
proposed outside the constraint
framework of school calendar



Threaten

- Funds are necessary for transportation,
accommodation and non-formal
educators fees.

* Curriculum and school program are very
intensive. Lack of time is a problem.

- Teachers Responsibilities during field
visit with minors + parents
concern/complain = possible reduction
of field visit with accommodation.




Conclusion (at mid-time project)

- Very nice experiences (pilot site) with
many commited teachers.

- Still time to assess experimentation, to
analyze SWOT and to prepare a

proposition to certificate Alpine School
Model.
